GPL’s Summer Reading Program 2013

2013 Summer Reading Program Rules   (Pre-School -12th Grade) 
 

1. All participants must have a Gary Public Library card to check out materials. 

2. Books or E-books read, are to be at listening or reading level of the participant. 

3. Participants will be given the opportunity to pledge the number of books he or she will read 

during the Summer Reading Program. 

  a.  Pre-school- 3rd grade must pledge a minimum of 7 books 

  b.  4th grade-8th grade must pledge a minimum of 5 books 

  c.   9th grade-12th grade must pledge a minimum of 4 books 

4. Each participant will be given a Reading Log with their number of books pledged. A tally 

punch card for each participant will be kept at their participating library. 

5. Incentives and certificates will be given after the participant completes the number of books 

pledged. All pledges must be completed by 5:00 p.m. Saturday, July 27, 2013. 

6. All books must be recorded at the same branch or library. 

7. Summer Reading Program Activity Days will be held on Wednesdays at 2:00 p.m. at all units.
